· Wednesday 30th September – full dress rehearsal at the Cathedral at 7.30pm.

· Thursday 1st October, Friday 2nd and Saturday 3rd October – evening performances at 7.45pm and also matinee on Saturday at 2.45pm.

          The exact running time for the play is not known yet but it is possible that as the 

          children’s main contribution is in the first half of the play that younger members may 

          be able to leave at the interval (in rehearsals and in the performances), especially 
          when the next day is a school day.
