· The arrangements for this Sunday’s concert are as follows:-

· Please can everyone meet at All Saints’ Church, Writtle at 3.30pm in the entrance lobby so that we are ready to start rehearsing at about 3.45pm when Writtle Singers have finished their rehearsal.

· The choir needs to be dressed in black as usual but ensure clothing is adequate as it can be cold in the church. Badges to be worn and Tony has agreed that some festive tinsel can also be worn. The girls may want to put some in their hair but I won’t make any suggestions for the boys!!

· We will rehearse for about 30 minutes or so and then go to the hall for a rest before the concert. If anyone feels they may need a snack then this can be eaten then but please no fizzy drinks. A bottle of water should be brought with them. Please also try not to bring lots of bags as there will be nowhere to leave these safely and choir folders will NOT be needed.

· The concert starts at 5pm and we have an approximate finish time of 6.30pm. After the concert there will be seasonal refreshments available to everyone who wishes to stay for a while.

· Tickets have been on sale at the rehearsal tonight – they cost £8 adults, students £3 and children under 16 free but need a ticket. Tickets will be available on the door on Sunday but at the full price of £10 (£5 students). Anyone not able to purchase tickets tonight can contact me and if I have any spare tickets I can reserve them for you at the discounted price. You will need to see me on Sunday when dropping off at 3.30pm to collect tickets and pay me in cash for them as I have to return any leftover tickets to the Writtle Singers when we arrive on Sunday. I cannot hold any tickets after this time.
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· Rehearsals start again on Tuesday 11th January 2011 as stated in the newsletter dated 16/11/2010. If you cannot find your copy it is available to view on the website. Please remember that subscriptions will also be due again (£25 per term).
· In case of any further bad weather preventing rehearsals or events we have  agreed the following three methods to notify you:

1. An email will be sent to everyone advising of the cancellation – it is therefore very important that you provide me with any change of email address.
2. A ‘tweet’ will be added to the website.

3. BBC Essex ‘Snow Line’ will be contacted so that an announcement can be made and an entry put on their snowline club cancellation list. (www.bbc.co.uk/essex)
Hopefully by taking these three measures you will all know what the situation is in bad weather and avoid anyone turning up to a rehearsal/event that we have had to cancel. It is also a good idea to regularly check for choir emails in case I have to make contact for whatever reason!
