Please note that the new badges have magnetic fasteners and so there are some simple rules to remember:
·   The badge must be kept away from credit cards, bank cards, computer disks, heart pacemakers and any sensitive electronic devices.

·   The badge and magnet should be kept fixed together when not being worn.

·    To separate badge and magnet it is best to rotate and pull the badge magnet gently away.
